National Government Licensed Guide Interpreter

What is “National Government Licensed Guide Interpreter”?

Under the Interpreter Guide Law, a National Guide Interpreter is “a person who, for remuneration,
provides guided travel services to foreigners in a foreign language. After passing the national exam, you

will be registered as a “National Interpreter Guide” with the local government.

As of April 1, 2024, there are 27,590 registered professionals. The foreign language categories for the
National Guide Interpreter Exam are English, French, Spanish, German, Chinese, [talian, Portuguese,
Russian, Korean, and Thai. The exam is open to all regardless of age, gender, education, or nationality.

436 people passed the exam in 2023.

Not only do they have excellent knowledge of the language, but they also have a broad knowledge of the
history, geography, and culture of Japan and have an important role in introducing Japan to foreigners.
The positive impression of Japan left behind by foreign visitors is the first step towards a correct
understanding of Japan, and it is a rewarding job that plays a role in international goodwill as a “diplomat.
